Kindergarten (KG) MoE Subjects Policy

1. Policy Statement

Future Leaders International School — Rabdan (FLIS-Rabdan) recognizes the importance of
the Ministry of Education (MoE) subjects — Arabic Language, Islamic Studies, and UAE Social
Studies — as essential elements of holistic early childhood education.

These subjects nurture the Arabic language, instill Islamic morals and values, and
strengthen UAE national identity and pride from the earliest years.

FLIS-Rabdan is committed to implementing these subjects in alignment with:

e ADEK’s KG MoE Subjects Policy (v1.0, 2025)
e MoE Curriculum Framework for Early Childhood Education
e FLIS-Rabdan’s Curriculum, Teaching & Learning, and UAE National Identity Policies

2. Purpose
This policy ensures that:

1. All Kindergarten students at FLIS-Rabdan receive quality instruction in Arabic, Islamic
Studies, and UAE Social Studies.

2. Teaching, learning, and assessment align with MoE outcomes and ADEK requirements.

3. Learning experiences are age-appropriate, engaging, and promote UAE culture and
values.

4. Teachers and parents work together to foster language development, moral growth,
and cultural appreciation.



3. Scope
This policy applies to:

e All FLIS-Rabdan Kindergarten students (Pre-KG, KG1, and KG2).

o All teachers delivering Arabic Language, Islamic Studies, and UAE Social Studies content.

e Parents and guardians supporting their children’s Arabic and Islamic learning.

e The KG Head of Section and Arabic Lead Teacher, who are responsible for monitoring
and quality assurance.

4. Curriculum Implementation
4.1 Alignment with MoE Learning Outcomes

FLIS-Rabdan implements Arabic, Islamic, and Social Studies programs in full alignment with the
official MoE learning outcomes for KG, ensuring that each child develops foundational
language, moral, and cultural understanding.

4.2 Integration with the FLIS Curriculum

e MoE subjects are embedded within the school’s international curriculum framework,
ensuring a balanced bilingual experience.

e Daily and weekly plans integrate UAE culture, heritage, and Islamic values through play-
based and thematic approaches.

e Arabic and Islamic Studies teachers collaborate closely with homeroom teachers to
ensure meaningful connections between all learning areas.

5. Arabic Language Streams

Given that the number of non-Arab students in each KG level is fewer than ten, FLIS-Rabdan
delivers one unified Arabic stream across all levels. Instruction follows the Arabic A curriculum,
with differentiated strategies to support both native and non-native speakers.

e Teachers provide tailored support through visuals, songs, phonics, and storytelling for
non-native learners.

e Enrichment activities are planned to extend the learning of native Arabic speakers.

e To enrich students’ Arabic language skills in KG1 and KG2, FLIS-Rabdan uses the Nahal
and Nahel digital reading platforms, which develop vocabulary, reading fluency, and
listening comprehension in Arabic.

Note:
If the number of non-Arab students reaches ten (10) or more in any KG level, FLIS-Rabdan will
open an Arabic B stream for non-Arab students, in full alignment with ADEK’s KG MoE Subjects
Policy



6. Time Allocation

The following table outlines the weekly instructional allocation for MoE subjects at FLIS-Rabdan

UAE Social Studies learning outcomes are fully integrated throughout daily routines, ensuring
continuous exposure to UAE culture, heritage, environment, and national identity.

7. Teaching and Learning Approach

e Learningis play-based, inquiry-driven, and child-centered, promoting curiosity and
creativity.

e Teachers use Modern Standard Arabic (Fus’ha) as the language of instruction for Arabic
and Islamic Studies.

o Activities integrate songs, rhymes, stories, and role play to develop oral language and
comprehension.

e UAE Social Studies outcomes are taught through hands-on experiences such as
celebrating national events, learning about Emirati landmarks, and understanding
cultural traditions.

e Classroom environments display bilingual labels, cultural artifacts, and Islamic visuals to
immerse students in the UAE context.



8. Assessment and Progress Monitoring

Assessment is continuous and formative, using portfolios, anecdotal records, and
observational notes.

Teachers document students’ progress in Arabic and Islamic learning against MoE
outcomes.

Termly reports include progress in Arabic, Islamic, and UAE Social Studies domains.
Assessment results inform lesson planning, differentiation, and enrichment activities to
meet individual learning needs.

9. Continuous Professional Development (CPD)

All teachers responsible for MoE subjects participate in regular CPD focused on:

Early childhood Arabic and Islamic pedagogy.

Bilingual language development strategies.

Play-based and inquiry-based learning aligned with UAE culture.
Integration of moral education and UAE national identity across subjects.

CPD is aligned with the school’s annual professional development plan to ensure consistency
and high standards of teaching.

10. Parent and Community Engagement

FLIS-Rabdan strongly values parental engagement in MoE subject learning.

Weekly communication highlights Arabic and Islamic themes and suggests home
reinforcement activities.

Parents are invited to participate in cultural and religious events such as Arabic Week,
Qur’an Recitation Day, Ramadan & Eid celebrations, Hag Al Laila, and National Day.
The school encourages families to promote Arabic and Islamic learning at home through
shared reading and storytelling.

11. Monitoring and Quality Assurance
The KG Head of Section and Arabic Lead Teacher oversee the effective implementation of this
policy. Their responsibilities include:

Reviewing weekly lesson plans to ensure ADEK and MoE alignment.
Conducting classroom visits and collaborative planning sessions.
Ensuring that time allocations and instructional standards are met.
Maintaining records and evidence for internal and ADEK inspections.
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
